Can you imagine waking up on Christmas morning hungry and cold? Andy (not his real name) is a teenage boy who volunteered to help decorate The Potter’s Wheel for Christmas. Afterwards, he was given food and a ride home. When dropped off in front of the run-down house where he lived, our staff member noticed that he took his bag of food and threw it up onto the porch roof. Later, our staff member asked Andy why he had done that and he replied that if he carried the food into the house his 11 siblings would take it away from him. So instead, he slipped upstairs, climbed out a window to the slippery porch roof, retrieved the food, and ate it in the corner of a bedroom. With issues of her own, his mother was already living without hope for her future, or for the future of her children. Thankfully, The Potter’s Wheel offered hope to that family by providing food and Christmas presents, and by ministering God’s love.
